This form is fillable (in Word).  You can print the form and fill it out by hand, but you then will need to scan it to attach to the email you send to OAD to submit the transcript (to OAD at oadtpp@nccourts.org).


To enter text directly into the form, click in the appropriate blank gray area.  Use first and last names.  Skip titles (“Dr.,” “Professor,” etc.), but include degrees (M.D., Ph.D., D.D.S., etc.).

If you need to enter two or more experts who are testifying about the same subject (e.g. one defense expert and one state’s expert both testifying about computers), hit Enter at the end of the first expert’s name, and then key in the second expert’s name.  Then, in the “Called by” field, key in the calling party for the first expert, hit Enter, and then key in the calling party for the second expert.  If this procedure alters the pagination of the form, that’s OK.  Clicking anywhere other than a blank gray area will cause the cursor to jump to the next blank gray area.
